and literature in the younger gen-
eration of the Jewish community.

not, I believe, really surprising

Ithat Mr. Bronfman's magnificent

benefaction which we are dedicat-
ing today is only the most recent
of many generous gifts to the
Library.

The Kaufman collection was ao-
quired bysone of the founders soon
after the Library was established.
The books and papers collected by
the late Reuben Brainin, another
of the founders, are alone a treasure
house of materials relating to the
bistory of Jewry in the past four
score years. Other more récent
benefactors I have been told about
are the gifts of Mrs. Ressler, Mrs.
‘Mrs, Calserman and Brs.

The tradition of collecung valu-
able books and papers and de-
positing them in the Library is
a0 well etablished In the Jewish
community of Montreal that 1
am sure it will never be allowed
to die. i
And by upholding that tradition

and keeping up-to-date the collec-
tion of Jewish Canadiana now be-
ing dedicated, the trustees of the
Library will be maintaining a nati-
onal institution for which, as the
Minister responsible for the Nati-
onal Library, I wish to express the
gratitude of all who are interested
in the proviston of -worthy lbrary
facilities for the Canadian people.

} BELIEVE THE FOUNDERS
and trustees of the Library have
proceeded in the right way. at
are essential to a library are books
and periodicals and manuscripts;
the building in which the books are
stored is secondary. You put first
things first. But even the second-
ary need was splendidly provided
for & year ago when you moved
into this new building which is so
worthy in every way of the treas-
ures it contains.

Of course, in creating this Libr-
ary and in making it a national
repository of Judaica Canadiana,
you are fulfilling the proper destiny
of a people who are known as
“Ahm Hah-say-fer” which in the
Znglish translation from the Heb-
rew is rendered “The People of the
Book.”

T WOULD BE MY HOPE THAT.
what you have accomplished in this
institution for the Jewish commun-
ity in Montrea: and in Canada will
be nn inspiration to other elements
in our poulation to preserve their
own distinctive literary and cultural
heritage as a part of the common
national patrimony of our Cana-
dian homeland.

The view I have just expressed
is one that few Canadians would
gquarrel with today; but we Cana-
dians were not always so ready to
cherish, or even to tolerate, the
distinctive lnguistic and religlous
and cultural heritages of the val_'l-
ous elements that make up our
populatlon. '

Many Csasnadians of Anglo-Saxon
origin have been slow to learn that

our French-speaking fellow-citi-
zens are really resolved to imaintain

thelr own language and their cus-
toms and their own way of life, and
that they are better Canadians for
doing so; and there are g few of
our French-speaking fellow-citi-
zens- who, after two centuries, still
seem to hope that their English-
speaking fellow-citizens are not
really here in Canada to stay.

But happily the vast majority
'ol.’ both English-speaking and
French-speaking Canadians have
a.ccebted the fact that we are
both here for good, and every
year more and more of us come
to believe that it {s for our good
that we are both here.

Every year more and more Cana-

dirns come to rqalize that what is
{rue of English and French, is true

also of the other communities like

IN A SPEECH TO THE ACADI-
ans ¢f Nova Scotia In Augus: 1900
Laurier said:

“Three years ago, when visiting
England at the Queen’s Jubilee, I
had the privilege of visiting one
of those marvels of Gothic archi-
tecture which the hand of genlus,
guided by an unerring faith, had
made a harmonious whole, in
which graniie, marble, oak and
other materials were blended.

This <athedral is the image of
the nation that I hope to see
Canada become. ‘

“As long as I live, as long as I
have the power to labour in the
service of my country; I shsall

repe! the ideas of changing the
nature of its different elements.

I want the marble to remain the
marble; I want the granite to re-
